Chelan County VAB meets on the third Thursday of every other month at 1:30pm at the
Chelan County Commissioners Building (400 Douglas St, Wenatchee). Next meeting is in Feb.

Douglas County VAB meets monthly on the first Friday at 10:30am at VFW Post 3617
(211 11™ St NE, East Wenatchee). Next meeting is TBD.
